The purpose of this course is to:

(1) Introduce you to basic laboratory skills and provide you with experience in interpreting experimental data.

(2) Provide laboratory experience that emphasizes and reinforces the principles and concepts of chemistry in CHM 211.

Co-requisites and Prerequisites: 
CHM 211 is a co-requisite for CHM 217.  

Materials Needed
1.    Laboratory manual purchased from the on-campus bookstore for CHM 217.

A bound laboratory notebook.  All experimental data must be recorded directly in this notebook during your laboratory period.   The laboratory manual provides a description of how this should be done.

3. Safety goggles; an apron is optional, but desirable.

4. Bring a roll of paper towels to use in lab. MU does NOT provide paper towels.

Missing a laboratory

PLAN AHEAD. You can go into another section of CHM 217, as long as they are doing the same experiment you want to make up. For a Friday lab the make-up is likely to be earlier in the week (Monday may be an exception). When the materials for the experiment you want to make-up are put away, you no longer can make it up. If you cannot make it up, I will give you your average (on the other labs) on the lab. For this you must have a University excuse (see below). If the section you are entering has a quiz that day, you are required to take it.
*Please note that the excuse must say you are excused. It is not valid if it says, “Only the course instructor can address this kind of absence and circumstance”, or something similar. Then I will deny it. 
Lab Reports 
Lab reports are due one week after the lab is performed. For more details and the format of the lab report, see the document entitled, “lab report format notes” on Bb. Note: Points distribution is approximate. 
1) Handing in Lab reports

There will be an envelope placed in the Pre-lab room. At the end of the pre-lab lecture, all reports are to be placed in the envelope. Reports not in the envelope at the end of the pre-lab lecture will be considered late (see below). Reports will not be accepted by email, under doors or in mailboxes. 
2) Late Lab reports

a. These receive an immediate 30% deduction and are to be handed in the next lab period (week).  

b. A, “Late Laboratory Application” must accompany the late report (found on Bb). 

c. Reports handed in later than one week late will receive a score of zero.  
3) Missing a Laboratory

If you miss a laboratory you will receive a grade of zero on the laboratory report for that period. Any laboratory due that day will also be late. The best way to avoid this is to make-up the lab in another section. Please plan ahead. If you know you are going to miss the lab, you can only make it up earlier the same week (as we are the last lab of the week). Email me, and email an instructor asking for permission to be in their lab. If there was a notebook check or a quiz that day you also receive zero for those, unless you provide an official University excuse (issued by the office of student affairs) 

Quizzes
Prior to the Pre-lab lecture you will receive a short quiz. The material on the quiz will be the laboratory of the day. To prepare for it, read the experiment you will perform on that day. Keep in mind that the purpose of the quiz is to reward you for preparing for the lab.
Lab Notebook 
All data must be recorded in your lab notebook.  You should bring your lab notebook to the digital balances to record initial and final weights.  Data should NOT be recorded on separate pieces of paper. The TA’s are instructed to destroy any such scraps of paper. Your notebooks will be signed and checked by the TA’s after each laboratory. They may or may not be graded (spot checked).
