It costs roughly 2/3 as much as the bound version but you probably will not be able to sell it back at the end of the course.

With this version you download the book once onto your computer and then can use it as long as you like but you can only use it on that one computer. You can print sections of the book within limits and you can make notes and highlights.

Course Curriculum:  Lectures and assignments will cover chapters 19 through 31 in the text.

Catalog Description: A continuation of chemistry 203 with emphasis on introductory organic and biochemistry.
Important Learning Objectives: 
· To become familiar with the vocabulary of organic chemistry and biochemistry.
· To learn to recognize the common organic functional groups and become familiar with the principal reactions for these functional groups.
· To learn and be able to apply the IUPAC rules for organic nomenclature.
· To gain a basic understanding of the structure-property relationships for simple organic compounds.
· To become acquainted with how the stereochemistry of a molecule affects its reactions and properties.
· To be introduced to the structure and properties of the main carbohydrates. 

· To become familiar with the properties of some of the major classes of lipids including the steroid hormones.
· To have a basic understanding of the properties and structures of proteins. 

· To be introduced to the chemical basis for cell membranes and the transport of substances through those membranes.
· To attain a basic understanding of the chemistry of the nucleic acids as the chemical basis for genetics and heredity.
