Attendance
Attendance for this course is optional, but strongly encouraged.  With nearly all the material for this course available on the internet, there will be a temptation to miss class more often then if you needed to come to obtain the lecture notes, homework assignments, and other materials.  There is a strong correlation between attendance and success in chemistry courses.  While good study habits are the most important determiner of success, students who regularly attend class are more likely to keep up with assignments than those who miss frequently.

Tests will be given on Chapters 1 - 3, 4 & 5, 6 & 7.6, 7.7 & 8, and 9 & 10 regardless of the dates listed above.  The dates provided on the first page are only approximate.  Beginning with the second test, up to 20% of the points may review previous material in this course.

The scale for each test will be announced when the tests are returned after grading.  The “A” line will be determined by adding together the 5 minimum “A” scores on the tests, the “clicker” question “A” line, the homework “A” line, the quiz “A” line, and the minimum “A” score on the final exam.  The “B,” “C,” and “D” lines will be calculated similarly.  The total number of points you score during the semester will be compared with these values.  The minimum values required for the different course grades may be revised downward (i.e. requiring fewer total points), but not upward at the end of the semester.
There are no dropped tests and no make-up tests will be given.  Likewise, there are no make-ups for missed clicker questions.
During tests talking to each other and sharing of calculators are forbidden. 

Calculators with alphanumeric and/or graphing capabilities are not permitted for tests or the final exam.  If you have questions regarding your calculator, I will be glad to look at it.  Make sure you do this before the day of a test.   Also, you may not use your cell phone as a calculator.

During tests you may not use your own paper or other materials except your pen/pencil and calculator.

Clicker questions.  Each clicker question will be counted equally.  The percentage that you answer correctly over the course of the semester will be multiplied by 50 pts to determine the number of points you receive. (i.e. if you get 90% of the questions correct, you’ll receive 45 of the 50 points.)  Most questions will be presented twice: once for you to work as an individual, then again in a group.  Both attempts count equally.
Online homework questions.  All questions will count equally.  The percentage that you answer correctly over the course of the semester will be multiplied by 50 pts to determine the number of points you receive.  Questions for each chapter will be made available to you for a time period to be announced in class and will be visible to you in Smartwork.  You may attempt each question as many times as you wish during the open period.  The questions will be available to you after grading closes for practice.
LA section quizzes.  Each week there will be an LA section that you are required to attend.  You may not switch sections without prior approval by me.  In most of those sections there will be short quiz sometime during the period to be determined by the students conducting the sections.  The rest of the class period will be devoted to helping you solve problems or clarify concepts with which you are having difficulty.
Grading of clicker, online homework questions, and quizzes.  All will be graded on a 90-100 = A, 80-89.99 = B, 70-79.99 = C, and 60-69.99 = D scale. 
Miscellaneous Topics

The minimum ACT math score required as a prerequisite for CHM 211 will be raised to 24 beginning for the Fall 2013 semester.  This will be enforced for all students regardless of whether they have already attempted CHM 211 or not and when they began studying at Marshall.  That is, beginning in the fall of 2013, students with an ACT math score of 23 or lower must take CHM 111 (or pass the chemistry placement exam) before attempting or re-attempting CHM 211.
