Academic Dishonesty Policy

Any student who misses a test due to an unexcused absence will receive a grade of "0" (zero) for that test. Any student who can provide verification that he/she missed a test due to a University approved excused absence will have to take a make up exam that would be equivalent to the regular test. Student must make an arrangement within one week the faculty to take the make up exam prior to the distribution of the result of the regular test. Students missing the final exam for any reason will get an “F” in this course.
