Prerequisites:  ACT 17 – 18  OR  SAT equivalent OR successful completion of WMTH 001 or MTH 098.
Course Description:  The purpose of this course is to adequately prepare students with low placement test scores to take college level mathematics courses required in their program of study.  This is a 3 hour course and will count toward full time status.  A grade of Credit or No Credit will be assigned.

Course Materials and Policies:

Connect Math: Our textbook comes enhanced with an online assessment program called Connect Math.  This requires the student to have access to a computer for working and a printer for printing worksheets. Each student must purchase a Connect Math license in order to receive credit for the Connect Math portion of the course. Students may purchase a used textbook and buy the Connect Math license separately
Nothing is more important to your progress in the course than regular use of the Connect Math system. THREE HOURS PER WEEK is a recommended minimum. Put this into your weekly schedule and stick to it!
CALCULATOR:  A calculator can be used at any time and can always be utilized on exams.  The TI-83/TI-83 plus or similar graphing calculator is recommended for students continuing into MTH 127/MTH 130 and other higher level courses.  A scientific calculator is recommended for students continuing into MTH 121.  
ATTENDANCE:  Attendance is necessary for the successful completion of this course and counts toward your grade.  A student can earn up to 60 points for attending class every day.  It is expected that each student shows up on time and is prepared for class.  If a student misses class, he/she will not be able to make up the missed attendance points.  If the absence results in the missing of an exam, only an excused absence will warrant a make-up exam.  A student can obtain an officially excused absence in the MOVC office   Any missed exam’s score will be replaced by the student’s score on the comprehensive final.  It is the student’s responsibility to check the schedule and know exam dates. Exams missed with no official excuse cannot be made up and will result in a score of zero.  
IN THE CLASSROOM:  This course offers many different class experiences from lecturing and exams to class discussions, worksheets, and pop quizzes.  It is the student’s responsibility to reference the schedule and be aware of what topics to master each week.  During class, cell phones must be turned off and out of sight, and may not be used as a calculator during tests.  Please make the instructor aware ahead of time if you need access to these devices.  

OUTSIDE OF THE CLASSROOM:  As a general rule for college courses, you will need to work at least 2-4 hours outside of class for every 1 hour you spend in class to ensure success in any course.  Examples of out of class work could include Connect Math assignments, homework from the book, tutoring sessions, and peer study groups.
