Course Description: This is the full semester graduate course on classical electrodynamics theory The course provides an overview of classical electrodynamic theory, with an emphasis on mainly focuses on electrostatics and magnetostatics, but will also go into Maxwell’s equations, conservation laws and the theory of electromagnetic waves which will use the Green function formalism. 

Homework : Homework problems are a very important for understanding of the subject.  Home work will be assigned every other week. Homework  grade will be counted as 10% of the total grade. You are allowed to discuss or/and consult with other students, but the final write-up must be your own. The homework assignments will be challenging and or many problems, you will probably need to make multiple attempts in order to achieve the full solution. So it is critical that you start working on the problem set shortly after it is assigned to allow yourself to have plenty of time. The solution to the homework will be given after its submission.
In Class: try to take your own notes so that you could have the material to review when you need it. In many cases the explanations in my lectures are more detailed than in the book. After each class, carefully review your lecture note and reread the releval sections of Jackson. Make sure that you understand the material and take the note of what you don’t understand and ask me at my office hours or at the next class.
