Course Description

IST 481 Combat: Reality v. Simulation examines the use and value of simulations in military training. It also
examines how accurately the combat experience is simulated by the video game Call of Duty: Modern Warfare
3 (COD:MWS3). After learning basic military skills, students will compare and contrast the skills learned with the
play of the game. Students will examine such things as individual movement techniques, the use of cover and
concealment, environmental elements, as well as weapons and equipment. Students be introduced to some of
the fundamental military skills and equipment in both lab and lecture environments.

Instruction method

There will be 2 contact hours of classroom instruction per week using both lectures and labs. Lab work will focus on gaming
and evaluating COD:MWS3 as well as learning the described military skills. Students are required to maintain a learning
journal throughout the semester.

There is a writing guide for the course located on Blackboard that explains the writing requirements, assignments, and
the reasoning behind them. You need to read this.
